Background	

Hills	 Bible	 Church	 (HBC),	 based	 in	 the	 Eastern	 Suburbs	 of	Melbourne,	was	 formed	 in	 late	
2009	because	its	members	discerned	a	need	for	a	church	that	is	unwavering	in	its	belief	in	
the	 supreme	 authority	 and	 divine	 inspiration	 of	 scripture,	 is	 serious	 about	 studying	 and	
knowing	 God’s	 word,	 a	 church	 that	 preaches	 and	 teaches	 the	 Word	 systematically	 and	
passionately;	and	 is	committed	to	sharing	the	gospel	with	others	that	they	might	come	to	
faith	in	Christ.	HBC’s	Mission	is	summarized	in	the	following	statements:

Although	the	background	of	many	of	 the	church	members	 is	Baptist,	 in	 terms	of	 theology	
we	 would	 position	 ourselves	 as	 Evangelical,	 Conservative,	 Reformed.	 We	 are	 not	 an	
“Emergent”	 church,	 not	 legalists,	 not	 hung	 up	 on	 a	 particular	 eschatological	 view.	
Demographically	we	position	ourselves	as	a	“Family”	church;	seeking	to	welcome,	to	cater	
for	and	to	involve	all	age	groups	and	backgrounds	in	ministry.	We	will	move	with	the	times	
when	relevant	in	the	use	of	modern	media	and	technology	to	enhance	worship	and	support	
our	members	growth	in	Christ.

Adults	 (loosely	 defined	 as	 post	 secondary	 school	 through	 early	
30’s)	would	number	approximately	30.
